The Young Advocates Spring and Summer Camps
(YASC) are an unforgettable two-week legal
traineeship, engaging students in hands-on
experience of law in a non-profit organisation. Our
internationally qualified legal team provides in-
depth training, bespoke workshops, insightful field
trips, and inspiring mentorship. Students are
empowered to design long-term projects to apply
their newfound knowledge and skills to a real-world
challenge.

An opportunity to connect with Justice Centre
and support refugees, whilst demonstrating
initiative. Students are encouraged to create
innovative events designed to promote
awareness of refugee issues and raise
essential funds. Capacity permitting,
Justice Centre will support student-led
activities and help direct research projects.

A week-long interactive educational journey
taking students through a refugee crisis. Justice
Centre staff provide an overview of local and
international legal frameworks that are relevant to
social justice, asylum law and the SDGs. Students
use those skills to engage in a legal role play –
negotiating the movement of a persecuted group. 

Our Law and Leadership week can be
adapted to meet schools' and
students’ requirements.  

An exciting and challenging two-day learning
experience providing students with the legal
knowledge and expertise to compete in a
courtroom setting. Intensive, high-quality training is
provided on the first day, so students can learn the
relevant legal concepts and skills. After time to
collaborate and prepare, the second day allows
students to step into the shoes of legal
professionals by debating in an asylum trial
simulation.
